Dear Friends of St Clement & St Nicholas

One of the duties I have as Ministre Desservant is to sit on the Roads Committee.  Each parish has one, and in accordance with the “Loi (1914) sur la Voirie” they oversee the repair and maintenance of parish by-roads, establish boundary stones, issue Choses Publiques licenses (for the exclusive possession and use of certain areas of land to which the public of has access), examine planning applications that fall within their responsibility, supervise refuse collection, establish fines during the Visite du Branchage, and propose new road names, as may be necessary, for approval by a Parish Assembly.  I had heard of the Comité des Chemins, but what it did was a revelation to me.  Perhaps I have educated you as well!  But what has struck me in particular (apart from the deep knowledge of the parish that the members have, and the care they take in undertaking their duties) is that the Roads Committee is there to safeguard the people of St Clement.  It may not be safeguarding in the way that the church thinks of it (which we will be exploring this Sunday, Safeguarding Sunday) but what the Roads Committee does is to try to ensure that dangers and obstructions are eliminated so that all may use the roads in safety and with the least amount of inconvenience.  I am sure that James will rise to the challenge of these safeguarding duties that our clergy colleagues in the UK do not have!
