The first from Edith Cavell, a nurse who worked in Belgium in the early part of the First World War and helped nearly 200 British, French and Belgian soldiers and young men of military age escape from Belgium. She was arrested by the Germans, tried and sentenced to death. She was executed by a firing squad on 12 October 1915.

I thank God for this ten weeks' quiet before the end. Life has always been hurried and full of difficulty. This time of rest has been a great mercy. They have all been very kind to me here. But this I would say, standing as I do in view of God and eternity. I realise that patriotism is not enough. I must have no hatred or bitterness towards any one.

The second from Vaclav Havel, a writer and philosopher. He was the first President of the Czech Republic, 1993-2004.
To respond to evil by committing another evil does not eliminate evil but allows it to go on forever.

Remembrance is with us again. We remember but continue to manufacture weapons, we remember but so often resort to violence. It is so depressing. The news is full of the ugliness of war and conflict. What is our response? Every day we set out to be a blessing. We aim to practise forgiveness as we are forgiven.
