Dear Church Family, 

What a beautiful week it has been weather-wise, and what a beautiful weekend lies ahead.  So we’d love to see as many of you as possible on Sunday (12th July), at the Rectory, for ‘Family Food’, as we gather in the house & garden as a church family for food & fellowship.  Please let us know if you’re coming, and if you have any special dietary requirements.  Come anytime from 12.30pm and food will be served from 1pm.

As we look ahead into the summer holidays, we want to encourage you about an event called ‘NewDay’.  NewDay Christian festival is a week-long summer camp for young people from across the UK, where those who attend grow in their faith and in friendships with one another.  Thousands of young people attend, and this year 90 youth from across Jersey are going, including Charis, Jonty & Rosie Porter from St Clement.  Through worship, teaching, seminars and prayer, as well as food, fun, & relaxation, it is a great opportunity for young people in churches across Jersey to grow in faith together in a context where thousands of others have come to do the same.  NewDay takes place between 27th & 31st July, so please pray for an amazing time away.

Also, since St Clement had no young people until we arrived, those attending from St Clement have joined with St Paul’s Youth for the organisation of the trip this year.  A few of the central organisational costs still need to be covered, and so if you are able to help, then you could sponsor Team Porter to walk, run, swim or cycle 5km.  Then over the summer, we will complete the total distance sponsored.  There will be a sheet available on Sunday at both services, with further information.

Finally, on Sunday 19th July, there is the St Helier Pilgrimage, where we can gather with churches across the island to visit Elizabeth Castle, where there is a short 15 minute service and opportunity to visit the Hermitage, followed by refreshments in Town Church.  The walk across feels more ‘carnival’ than ‘pilgrimage’, with a chance to meet and talk with people from other churches.  The outline of the afternoon is as follows:
2.15-2.30pm Walkers gather at Town Church
2.40pm Walkers leave Town Church
2.45pm Non-walkers gather at the Castle Kiosk (for travelling across on the DUKW)
3pm Ferry (DUKW) leaves with the non-walkers.
3.15pm Walkers & non-walkers meet in the Courtyard of Elizabeth Castle.
3.30pm Short service followed by wreath laying at the Hermitage
4.30pm Return ferry
5pm Refreshments in Town Church

If you haven’t come before, we encourage you to do so, as it’s lots of fun, and entry to Elizabeth castle is free.  If you’re interested in coming, please let us know.

We look forward to seeing many of you at our services on Sunday.
